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Later revisions also have an e- ring on the right side of the shaft that will need removed to allow drive axle to move away.
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[bookmark: _GoBack]Replace the motor and reverse the above procedure to reassemble.
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Undoand remove the 4 x Philips screws (#2) securing the motor, once clear remove the notched beltfrom the pulley.
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Elevator Motor Replacement Procedure

Switch OFF machine; unplugthe 6-way connector from the elevator motor, then manuall raise elevator to align with
bottom edge of window to gain access to the beft tensioners
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Loosenthe 2 screws from the top LED bracketand allow it drop-down toaid the nextstep.

Usinga 3/8” socketundoand remove the 4 x #10 nuts securing the frame at the top

Locate the wiring connectionsforthe LH LED strip and disconnect to allow the frame to come forward

Remove the 2 screws and remove the motor cover.
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Before trying to bring the frame forward make sure the wires/harnesses passingthrough the sex
of frame
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Undothe 3/32” Allen grub screw securing the axle connector to the motor shaft (grub screw has Loctite on thread)
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Carefully remove the axle from the axle connector
